dot density – These maps use dots to represent values for an area.  Dots are randomly distributed throughout a polygon based on some data value.  In maps that have scales smaller than state levels, this has a potentially misleading effect.  A viewer may assume that the dot represents the actual geographic location of data point instead of what it really is, a randomly located point within a larger polygon.  The maps of this type are correctly titled and effective in describing the density of the region, but someone may assume the wrong thing.

1990 data – These maps make comparisons to 1990 Census data in the map.  This was a conscious decision by the team.  Technically, the comparisons are fine and well represented. However, the value of the comparison is questionable.  The pace of demographic change is fairly high in some parts of the state and therefore comparisons may be misleading.
